Preparing for a Successful Submission 

Be prepared to provide the following information to successfully submit your abstract:

1. File extension.  Submit the abstract in the following format: Microsoft Word.
2. File location.  Know the location (pathname) of your abstract (file) on your computer.
Format 

Point size and font.  Use 12 point type for text, captions, and author contact information.  For the title use 18 point size.  We recommend selecting a serif text font such as Times Roman.  Italics, bold, and bold italics may be used; we recommend sticking to one “family” of typefaces.

Abstract.  Your abstract should be no more than 250 words long; it must never exceed one page or contain artwork.  The abstract should present a concise statement of the scope, principal findings, and conclusions of the presentation.
Headers and footers.  Do not put any information in the header.  The only acceptable content in the footer is a single page number.
Layout.  All text must be single-spaced.  Page design should be consistent throughout the abstract.
