Adjusted streamflow in the upper Delaware River Basin during December was in the norm
range. The maximum daily mean discharge of 11,000 cfs occurred on December 22. The mini
daily mean discharge was 3,210 cfs on December 9. 

The observed monthly mean streamflow of the Delaware River at Montague, N.J. during 
December was 6,143 cfs, which is 125 percent of median. The flow at Montague, adjusted for
sions from the basin and change in storage in the major reservoirs was 8,149 cfs, or 154 perc
median (water years 1961-90).

On the basis of a 5-station average, precipitation during December was 4.68 inches, whic
140 percent of the 61-year average. The maximum daily-average precipitation during the mon
1.58 inches on December 26. Precipitation in the upper Delaware River Basin during the past 
months was 3.48 inches more than the long-term average. Precipitation during December was
inches more than the long-term average for the month.

Mean water levels during December were below average in
the wells.  Water levels in 10 of the wells were above November 2002 levels, and water levels
