Statement of critical regional water problems: 

Increasing demographic pressures in the southeastern United State, particularly in 
Florida, are stressing the water balances in many areas of urbanization and potential 
urbanization. Problems arise relating both to water-supply and stormwater-
quantity/quality issues. The proposed work addresses the former. Specifically, delicate 
ecological balances in isolated wetlands may be disturbed as well fields in proximate 
(underlying) aquifers are developed to provide for the increasing demands associated 
with development of population centers. Destruction of ever-decreasing wildlife habitat 
and diminishment of the quality of human life in affected regions is possible.
