Bureau-Wide Electronic Access to Additional Elsevier Journals:  The USGS Library has purchased an additional 31 electronic titles from Elsevier for Bureau-wide access through ScienceDirect.  ScienceDirect includes access to “Articles in Press”, papers accepted for publication but not yet available in print, and the most recent five years of each title.  For the first time, the Library has purchased ScienceDirect access for titles held by the Science Center libraries.  These titles were selected in consultation with the Science Center librarians.
