Dr. JK Böhlke Promoted to Senior Scientist:  It was recently announced that our colleague JK Böhlke was promoted to Senior Scientist.  JK began his USGS career in Mineral Resources, where he studied geochemistry and chronology of hydrothermal mineral deposits, including the California Mother Lode.  In the NRP, while affiliated with the Reston Stable Isotope Laboratory, he has conducted research on low-temperature biogeochemistry and chronology of groundwater and streams.  His recent contributions include analytical methods and field applications for stable isotopes in hydrogeology; development of flow-path analysis and tracer studies to measure transport and reaction of biogeochemically active constituents; and comprehensive evaluation of hydrogeologic controls on the source and fate of nitrogen and related elements.  He has been author or co-author of approximately 150 publications, and received a Superior Service Award in 2003 for contributions to the PES program for understanding effects of groundwater residence times and reactions on surface-water nitrogen loading.  Congratulations JK on this impressive milestone in your career.

Feds Feed Families Campaign:  The USGS is participating in the Feds Feed Families Campaign which takes place during the summer months and ends on August 21, 2010.  This campaign is an effort to support the nation’s food banks with nonperishable food (such as Canned Proteins and Fruits, Condiments, Grains, Soups, etc.) and household disposable items (such as Diapers, Deodorants, Toilet paper, Toothpaste, Shampoo, etc.).  Food banks across the National Capital Region and around the country are facing severe shortages of non-perishable items, just as summer leaves more children without school nutrition programs. Public Status Positions:  Unless otherwise stated on the vacancy announcement, open to current or former Federal employees with Federal competitive employment status obtained through a current or former permanent competitive service appointment with the Federal government or to individuals with eligibility for noncompetitive special appointing authority or to Veterans eligible under the Veterans Employment Opportunity Act of 1998.
