Anne Kinsinger Selected as Associate Director for Biology:  Anne Kinsinger will assume the position of Associate Director for Biology beginning August 16, 2010.  She is currently serving as acting Associate Director for Biology.  Anne has held numerous positions during her 16 years with the USGS.  Notably, Anne served as the Regional Director for the Western Region from 2007 until June 2010, providing leadership for the Region’s science and administrative programs.  Prior to that she was the Western Regional Biologist, and was responsible for the development of the cross-disciplinary USGS research strategy in the Pacific Northwest.  From 1998 until 2001, she worked at USGS headquarters in Reston, Virginia, in the Office of the Associate Director for Biology, and as Chief of Strategic Planning and Analysis in the Director's Immediate Office.  She joined the USGS in 1995, and for the next 3 years served as Director of the Western Ecological Research Center in Davis, California.  Before joining the USGS, she worked for the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service National Fisheries Contaminant Research Center (now the USGS Columbia Environmental Research Center), the National Fish and Wildlife Foundation, and the National Biological Survey.  Anne’s particular interests are in strengthening and building partnerships with the Department of the Interior and other Federal and State agencies, and raising the visibility of USGS’s unique science capabilities.

Feds Feed Families Campaign:  The USGS is participating in the Feds Feed Families Campaign which takes place during the summer months and ends on August 21, 2010.  This campaign is an effort to support the nation’s food banks with nonperishable food (such as Canned Proteins and Fruits, Condiments, Grains, Soups, etc.) and household disposable items (such as Diapers, Deodorants, Toilet paper, Toothpaste, Shampoo, etc.).  Food banks across the National Capital Region and around the country are facing severe shortages of non-perishable items, just as summer leaves more children without school nutrition programs.  Many parts of the country are still feeling no relief from the recession as local food banks have documented record numbers of families, children, individuals and first-time visitors seeking food assistance.  This year’s challenge is to gather 1,200,000 pounds of food for families in need this summer.  Collection carts have been placed at the Main and Visitors entrances.
