National Science Foundation (NFS) Call for Proposals:  The NSF is asking for proposals from interdisciplinary teams of scientists to conduct innovative, integrated, systems-oriented "macrosystems biology" research to detect, understand and forecast the consequences of climate and land use change and invasive species on the biosphere at regional to continental scales.  Proposals should address the scales where the ecological research challenges are the greatest and where research has the greatest potential to transform the field of ecology by addressing scaling issues that have long hindered development of large-scale ecology.  Projects should strive to provide a mechanistic understanding of how multiple scale dynamics contribute to the structure, functioning, and change of the biosphere, and lead to the development of a more predictive understanding of ecological change.  Federal agencies are invited to apply.  Full proposal deadline is September 16, 2010. Feds Feed Families Campaign:  The USGS is participating in the Feds Feed Families Campaign which takes place during the summer months and ends on August 21, 2010.  This campaign is an effort to support the nation’s food banks with nonperishable food (such as Canned Proteins and Fruits, Condiments, Grains, Soups, etc.) and household disposable items (such as Diapers, Deodorants, Toilet paper, Toothpaste, Shampoo, etc.).  Food banks across the National Capital Region and around the country are facing severe shortages of non-perishable items, just as summer leaves more children without school nutrition programs.  Many parts of the country are still feeling no relief from the recession as local food banks have documented record numbers of families, children, individuals and first-time visitors seeking food assistance.  This year’s challenge is to gather 1,200,000 pounds of food for families in need this summer.  Collection carts have been placed at the Main and Visitors entrances. Public Status Positions:  Unless otherwise stated on the vacancy announcement, open to current or former Federal employees with Federal competitive employment status obtained through a current or former permanent competitive service appointment with the Federal government or to individuals with eligibility for noncompetitive special appointing authority or to Veterans eligible under the Veterans Employment Opportunity Act of 1998.
