Bob Shedlock Named New MD-DE-DC Water Science Center Director:  Bob Shedlock has been named as the new Director of the Maryland-Delaware-DC Water Science Center.  He has a diverse background in the Water Discipline, and is well suited to being a Water Science Center Director.  Bob has degrees in geology from the University of Notre Dame (B.S. 1971) and the University of Michigan (M.S. 1975).  He started with the USGS in the National Research Program in Reston in 1976, working with Ted Callender on the geochemistry of sedimentary pore fluids.  In late 1976, he transferred to the Indiana District where he worked on a variety of groundwater flow, solute transport, and water-quality studies.  In 1981 he became an RGE scientist, working with other USGS and National Park Service scientists for the next 5 years on the hydrology and ecology of dunes and wetlands at Indiana Dunes National Lakeshore.  In 1986 Bob transferred to the Mid-Atlantic District in Baltimore to become the Chief of the Delmarva Peninsula Pilot NAWQA project.  In 1993 he became a section chief in the Baltimore Office and in 1997 was named as the Associate District Chief, a role he has essentially held for the last 13 years.
